Sandra Hutton, President, called the meeting to order at 1:05 p.m.

Debra Germini Calamari moved, seconded by Esther Williams, to approve the Proposed Budget for the fiscal year 2004-2005.  There was no discussion and upon a voice vote the 2004-2005 budget was ADOPTED.

Sandra Hutton remarked that the Executive Committee, in September 2003, had approved new criteria for the Town Clerk of the Year award, however, this change was not brought before the CTCA for ratification.  She noted that notification of these proposed changes were mailed March 15, 2004 to the members as prescribed in the by-laws.  Presently Section 5. Awards states that the Town Clerk of the Year must serve at least 15 years which was amended by the Executive Committee to delete length of service and concentrate on quality of service and commitment to municipal government and its constitutents.

A motion was duly made and seconded to adopt the recommendation of the Executive Committee.  Karen Marsden remarked that the person receiving this award should be Connecticut certified which would mean a minimum of three (3) years as Town/City Clerk.  Following discussion, Patricia Strauss moved, seconded by Patricia Ulatowski to amend the original motion to include that the Town Clerk of the Year must have CCMC certification and a minimum of three (3) years service as a Town/City Clerk.  The membership then voted that criteria for TOWN CLERK of the YEAR AWARD will state that the recipient of this award will have CCMC certification and a minimum of three (3) years service as a Town/City Clerk. Motion ADOPTED.

Being no further business brought before the meeting, it adjourned at 1:10 p.m.
