TOWN CLERK OF THE YEAR

AWARD CRITERIA

PURPOSE:  This Award is made on an annual basis to the Town Clerk who represents the best of what Town Clerks are.

CRITERIA:  The award is made on the basis of ONE or COMBINATION of the following:

· Length of service in the profession.  Consistent quality of service over an extended period of time demonstrating a commitment to municipal government and its constituents.

· Significant accomplishment in a given year, or over a period of years; a single accomplishment achieved in one year, begun in one year and completed in another.  The accomplishment should significantly enhance the image of the office of the Town Clerk.

· Active involvement in the Association and its programs; substantial donation of time, energy, and/or talent on the part of a member for the good of all members of the Association and furtherance of its goals.

· Community commitment; service to an individual’s community and state outside the office of the Town Clerk that reflects positively on the office and image of the Town Clerk

NOMINATION PROCEDURE:

· A nomination Form provided by the Association will be sent to each Clerk.

· Each Clerk is allowed one nomination.

· Nominators do not need to reveal identity.  They can reveal their name if they so choose.

· Vote will be by secret ballot of the good standing members (dues current) members of the Association

· Short biographies on each nominee will accompany the ballots when mailed by the Nomination Committee.

· The award will be presented at the September Conference each year.

· DEADLINES ARE STRICT AND THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS FOR ACCEPTING NOMINATIONS SUBMITTED PAST THE DEADLINE.
