Theresa introduced her committee, reviewed the draft to be presented at the Conference by the Office of the Secretary of State and discussion was heard on the subject.

EDUCATION:   Betsy Barrett  reported   Town Clerk School will be held December 2 covering ELECTIONS  and December 3 a strategic communications workshop to achieve maximum support for your Town Clerk’s office.   Possible an advanced academy will discuss the Central survey with Steve Kliger as to what Town Clerks offices can do to get in shape.    The school in May will cover LAND RECORDS  (Betsy will be working in conjunction with the Certification Committee finding an attorney to present this class).

Sandy advised that Betsy would like to resign as Education chairman and asked that someone consider coming forward to hold this position.

CERTIFICATION:   Lisa Valenti reported that on June 15 the certification test was given and, out of 29 who took the test, 20 passed.

MEMBERSHIP and TECHNOLOGY:   Laura Francis reported that the website is now upgraded into Version II.  She advised that a website training class is being planned and would like all Executive Board and webmasters to not only use it but learn how to create it.  She is going to request money from IIMC to support this course…..she would like to put together a Technology conference to include Clerks as well as towns IT people.

SCHOLARSHIP:  Bill Hammel would like to use the website to disseminate material and requested that County VP’s advise him those who need the information mailed to them.

He also noted that this committee would like to change the bylaws to allow staggered terms.

Joe Camposeo distributed proposed changes to the bylaws to be discussed at our December meeting.
