An electronic vote of the Executive Board was held on May 21, 2009 on the following item:

“The Scholarship Committee would like to hold a one time increase in the scholarships to attend NEMCI, The New England Association does not have enough money to fund all the applications.  We have made a push in the Counties to encourage Clerks to attend NRMCI and as a result the applications for scholarships have increased.
