The January 6, 2010 meeting of the Executive Board was called to order at 11:25 AM by President Joseph Camposeo.  Those in attendance were as follows: J. Camposeo, J. Mascena, C. Nurmi, W. Hamel, B. LaPlante and P. Spruance.
Minutes:  A motion was made by William Hamel and seconded by Joyce Mascena to accept the minutes as presented.  All in attendance at the last meeting voted in favor of this motion.

Treasurer’s Report:  Reviewed and filed for audit.

President’s Report:  Joe explained that more standing committees have been added to the organization.  Joyce Mascena will be maintaining the list of committee members and their terms.  This information will be posted on the website.  There are vacancies on several committees.  Fairfield, Middlesex, New London and Tolland counties need coordinators for the Mentor program.  The Membership Committee chaired by Tanya Lane will oversee the Mentor program.  The Research Committee will also have a representative from each county.  We need a representative from Middlesex, New Haven and Tolland counties.  This committee will meet again in February.  The Membership Committee has four vacancies and the History Committee has two vacancies.  Anyone interested in any of these positions should contact Joyce Mascena.  Joe and Joyce met with Ken Wiggen and LeAnn Powers regarding the legislature taking the funds earmarked for Historic Preservation.  It is not likely this will happen again ,however there are no guarantee’s.  It is not recommended, at this time, to seek the opinion of the Attorney General regarding the legality of this action.  We will be discussing this with the Legislators when we have the Legislative Reception at the capitol.  The theme for this year’s legislative reception will be “Historic Preservation”.  It will be an opportunity for us to showcase how “HP” monies have been significant to our efforts to preserve and manage records.
Committee Reports:  Many reports were filed and have been made a part of these minutes.

Conference:  The spring conference will be held April 21-April 23 at the Holiday Inn in Waterbury.  New Haven County will be the hosts. The Wednesday evening event will be at the 7 Angels.  Food will be catered. We will have the same schedule as the last conference.  Agencies will present on Thursday and an education session will be held on Friday.  It has been suggested the Secretary of the State staff presentation should be done during the afternoon session on Thursday.  The possibility of an open forum for all candidates for the position of Secretary of the State was discussed.  The consensus of the Board was to invite all candidates to the spring conference and invite the final candidates to the fall conference.  Representatives of the press will also be invited to this forum.   

It has also been suggested the Association should consider creating another yearbook.  It has been five years since the last yearbook.  We should possibly consider expanding the format to include more information.
Vitals:  Beth Frugale is leaving her position.  The State may not replace her.  The death registry is still moving forward.  The NE Conference Committee has earned over $25,000 through the sale of cookbooks. Kate asked all county VP‘s to contact their members to either return unsold books or forward the money to Kate ASAP.  Fundraising ideas are in the works for the spring and fall conferences.

Joe Quartiero joined the meeting at 11:58 AM.

Mike Dugan joined the meeting at 12:02 PM.

SOS Liaison:  Donna LaPlante reported that the Secretary of State wants all Town Clerks to have access to the statewide centralized voting system before the fall elections.  This would allow Clerks to issue blank absentee ballots to eligible parties.  They are willing to provide training as to the proper procedures for this system but there are no funds available to pay for any necessary upgrades.

Legislation:  Patty Strauss presented the 2010 Legislative package.  The proposed legislation is attached to these minutes.  Mike Dugan spoke regarding the renewal of the lobbyist contract.  This would now be through his company – Capitol Consulting LLC.  The new contract includes a fee increase of $3,000 making his fee $16,000.  Joe believes the contract is a fair proposal.  Mike Dugan explained that the volume he helps us with is huge.  It was the consensus of the Board that Mike has done a great job for the Association.  He is always accessible regardless of the time of day.  A motion was made by Paula Ray and seconded by William Hamel to accept the contract proposal of Capital Consultants, LLC for a fee of $16,000 for the 2010 calendar year. All in favor.
Other:  Bernice Dixon spoke on behalf of IIMC Region 1.  The annual meeting will be held at the Biltmore Hotel in Providence, RI in March.

Carolyn Keily gave a report for the web coordinators.  There will be additional people working on the website.  They are trying to make the website easier to navigate.

Being no further business to come before the Board a motion to adjourn was made by Joyce Mascena and seconded by Michelle Grande.  All in favor.
