A meeting of the Executive Board was held at the Holiday Inn, Waterbury, Connecticut on April 21, 2010.  The meeting was called to order at 3:07 by President Joe Camposeo.  Present were: J. Minutes: A motion was made by Marie Mullady and seconded by Patty Strauss to accept the minutes of the January 6, 2010 Regular meeting of the Executive Board as presented.  All in favor.  A motion was made by Paula Ray and seconded by Maria Mullady to accept the January 6, 2010 Special Meeting of the Executive Board as presented.  All in favor.

Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer’s Report was reviewed and filed for audit.  Bill Hamel reported he will be transferring approximately $20,000 from the General Fund Checking Account into the Money Market account to accrue interest.  The Income/Expense report was reviewed.  The 2010/2011 Budget proposal was presented.  A motion was made by Carolyn Keily and seconded by Ginger Salisbury to accept the budget proposal to be presented to the Association at the Annual Meeting to be held on April 22, 2010.  All in favor.

President’s Report:  Joe reported that a new roster has been prepared which will be emailed to all Association members soon.  Sen. Harris, candidate for the office of Secretary of State is unable to attend the session being held at this conference because of his need to be at a funeral being held at the same time as the session. He has responded to the three questions and his responses will be read in his behalf.   There has been some concern about this session being held during the conference. There will be no other discussion during this session except for the responses to the three questions presented in advance.  We will have five of the six candidates in attendance.  Joe has asked Michele Grande and Cindy Ladwig to chair a committee to explore the possibility of holding a one day conference instead of the usual 1½ - 2 ½ day conference in the future.  They will report to the Board at a later date.  We are exploring any alternatives that would fit our compliance to education in the Advanced Academy.  Holding a one day conference could open the opportunity to the smaller Counties to host a conference in their area if we did not need the overnight rooms.  A discussion was held as to what time of the year would be the best for a one day conference.  It was suggestion a survey of the Association and Vendors could be taken to see which time of the year would be best.  We will also consider revising the fee schedule for conferences.  A report will be available at the fall conference.  A discussion was held regarding having a Board meeting on the day before the conference.  The Board believed this should be held at the discretion of the President. 
Old Business:  None

New Business:  Bernice Dixon, Region I representative to IIMC reported on a member of our Association wanting to establish a Bereavement Garden in Vernon and she questioned if this was something the Association wished to support.  It was suggested
Clerks should be given the opportunity to donate individually if they desire and that an email blast could be sent to the members informing them of this project.  
We have received two letters thanking the Association for the donations made in the memory of Maureen Hamel.

Patty Strauss reported that the fee bill has made it out of committee to the Senate floor.  We need to contact our Senators and Representatives requesting their support for this bill.  The Election bill is not on the calendar as of yet.  A report will be given to the Association during the conference.

A brief discussion was held regarding vendors making small donations for scholarships.

Bernice Dixon reported on the expenses associated with being the Region 1 representative and requested financial assistance from the Association to help cover these expenses.  Bill Hamel noted there might be funds available through the scholarship account.   A motion was made by Bill Hamel and seconded by Ginger Salisbury to support Bernice in an amount not to exceed $2,000.  All in favor.  Joe Camposeo will ask other New England Presidents to also help with these expenses if possible.  Bernice thanked the Board for their support.

Being no further business to come before this meeting a motion to adjourn was made Ginger Salisbury and seconded by Cal Brouwer.
