A meeting of the Executive Board was held on Monday, September 8, 2008.  The meeting was called to order at 10:12 AM by President Joseph Camposeo.  Present at this meeting were, W. Hamel, D. Carey., L. Cotton, L. Valenti, S. Miller, C. Lee, G. Salisbury, L. Leary, N. Staniewicz and J. Garfield (SEEC) J. Camposeo,  L. Terry, C. Ladwig, D. Denette, I. Masse, P. Strauss, J. Mascena, M. Phillips, S. Wieleba, T. Pac. K, Wall. C. Keily, C. Nurmi joined the meeting at 10:50 and P. Spruance joined the meeting at 12:50PM.
The minutes of the July 2, 2008 meeting were accepted as presented.

President’s Report – Joe explained that Jeff Garfield and Nancy Staniewicz from the State Election Enforcement Commission were here regarding the filing of campaign finance reports with the SEEC only beginning 1/1/2011. The SEEC will provide a link to these reports and will provide training sessions.  They believe doing it this way will increase compliance and removes enforcement. They feel the fiscal impact to handle 5,800 minimum candidates with 30 state filings to be$750,000.  There are currently 50 town committees e-filing. The SEEC will continue to work with the Election Advisory Committee to consider additional changes.  A motion was made by W. Hamel and seconded by T. Pac: RESOLVED, The Connecticut Town Clerks Association endorses the concept of municipal elections campaign finance responsibilities to transfer in its totality to the State Election Enforcement Commission effective 1/1/2011.  All in favor.  N. Staniewicz and J. Garfield left the meeting at 11:00 AM.
Treasurer’s Report - The books are still being audited.  There is approximately $70,000 in the checking account and $36,000 in the money market account.

Old Business – No old business

New Business -  New business was deferred until after the committee reports.

Committee Reports 

By-laws – Sharon Miller presented the by-law revisions for Paula Ray.  Most of the changes are technical in nature and will be presented at the meeting of the Association at the fall conference.

Certification – Lisa Valenti reported there were 22 newly certified Clerks who will be recognized at the banquet at the fall conference.  The December school will be on Other Duties.  FOI will be making a presentation at the conference and possibly will do so at the December school.

Conference – Dan Carey reported that everything was ready for the conference at Water’s Edge.  This conference will be hosted by Litchfield County.  The spring conference will be at the Windsor Marriott on April 22 – April 24 and will be hosted by Tolland County.  The Fall 09 conference will be hosted by New London County at a place to be determined.  There will be 18 vendors at the conference and they will set up in lower rooms.  All our meetings will be in the ballroom.
Education – The committee is considering doing our own advance academy.  This is not to replace the certification through IIMC but will be an alternate path to consider.  This will allow those Clerks who are not allowed to travel nationally or internationally to obtain and advanced certification.  A questionnaire will be sent again to see how all towns can be accommodated.

Election/FOI/SEEC Committee – Leslie Cotton reported that the Election and Secretary of the State portion of this committee have met several times regarding campaign financing.  They are presently working to get the Town Clerks onto the statewide voter registration system.  This will help in the certifying of candidate petitions.  The Secretary of the State’s office will do this after the upgrade to the present system in completed.  The FOI portion has met and worked on name redaction in accordance with Sec. 1-217.  A discussion concerning possible legislation will be held to address this statute.  
Legislative – Minutes of the Legislative Committee meeting were distributed.  Proposed legislation for this year will include revising fees for various items.  A plan will be drawn and the committee will report back to the board.  We will be looking for language regarding the Board of Admissions.  The committee will meet on 9/25/08 in Middletown.  The Legislators of the Year award will be presented at the fall conference.

Retiree – Lisa Leary announced there will be one retiree recognized at the fall conference.  A discussion was held regarding the policy of sending flowers to Clerks in the case of an illness or death within the family.  She will come up with a proposal and bring it back to the Board.  
Scholarship- Sharon Miller reported that 14 scholarships were awarded this year.  The committee will meet at the conference.  Scholarships can be used for conferences and schools and scholarships are also available from NEMCE and IIMC. 

Technology – Therese Pac reported there were still 14 towns without public search terminals but only 1 town will possibly by non-compliant by January 09.  She is searching areas of assistance available for that town.

Town Clerk of the Year – The ballots have been counted and the winner will be announced at the conference.  There was 72% participation.

Vitals – No Report.

New Business –Lisa Terry reported on committee assignments.  She is attempting to clarify who is on what committee.  Chris Shelby of IIMC will be in town next week.  Hartford is on the short list for the 2011 International conference.  It was suggested that a new fee structure for our conferences be considered.  A proposal will be presented to the board.  Consideration will be given for proposing credit courses during the conferences at sessions held on Friday morning.  Also under consideration is the possibility of offering the courses given at the conference in Hartford after the conferences to those who might not have been able to attend the regular sessions.
Carolyn Keily and Sandra Wieleba were recognized for their excellent work on the web site.
Kate Wall will be conducting a fund raiser at the conference on behalf of NEMCI.

Being no further business to come before the board a motion to adjourn was made by W. Hamel and seconded by T. Pac.  Meeting adjourned at 12:50 PM.
