 Please Note:  There is a provision in this budget bill which removes the exemption permitting municipalities to collect conveyance tax on foreclosures by sale.  The Connecticut Bar Assoc., Connecticut Bankers Assoc., and the Connecticut Assoc. of Realtors are attempting to create a method for payment of this tax which is scheduled to take effect on January 1, 2010.  To date we do not have a recommendation in place.  As soon as we do, we will get the information out to all of you.
