· All candidates authorize their name as it is to 
        appear on the ballot.

· SOTS to distribute explanatory text posters to ROVs in stead of Town Clerk and 

provisional ballot supplies distributed to moderators by ROVs instead of Town 

Clerks.

**  Passed by House but died in Senate along with all other elections bills.

**  Passed by House but died in Senate along with all other elections bills.
· HB5903 - Support electronic ballots for members 
        of the Armed Services and families.

**  Died - Never called in House along with all other elections bills.

· SB 910 - Support permanent Absentee Ballot status 

        for disabled voters.

**  Passed by Senate but died in House along with all other elections bills.
· SJ43 and HJ113 - Early Voting and No Excuse Absentee Ballots 

          -support early voting with ID at a private location.
          -oppose no excuse absentee voting because of increase fraud.
          -support keeping absentee ballot restrictions in place.
          -support adding caregivers as a reason to vote by absentee ballot.
          -support adding poll workers, those serving in the
              military & their dependents to the Constitution
              to mirror current statute.
**  Both Died – Never taken up.
· HB 6440 – SOTS Elections Bill.

**  Passed by House, as amended by 7451, but died in Senate along with all other elections bills.
2.  Miscellaneous Bills
· HB 5214 - Support posting legal notices on website.

**  Referred back to Committee & died. Replaced by SB 772, as amended by 8765, which was tabled for the Senate Calendar but never called.  May be brought back and addressed in Special Session.
· HB 6678 - Dept of Public Health Bill  
· Cremation Permits – Line 541

· Marriage License only issued in town of occurrence  - Section 73

· Abandoned Cemeteries

**  Passed by House & Senate, as amended by 9329 & 9375 - Needs To be Signed by  Governor 
· SB 891 – Dairy Farm Aid

· $10 fee added to land record recordings.  Effective date:  Upon the Governor’s

signature (Estimated to happen around the end of June.)  Sunsets:  7/1/2011
**  Included in an amendment last Friday night, 5/ 29.  Tried to secure a $1 for Town Clerk but unable to due to time constraints.  Passed by House & Senate, as amended by 7031 &  & 9194 - Needs To be Signed by  Governor 
· PA 09-111 – Governor’s Mitigation Plan
· In time cut of $900,000 fund from Grant Program to balance State Budget

**  Introduced & adopted by Senate on 5/21, introduced and adopted by House on 5/22, holiday weekend 5/23 – 5/25, signed by Governor on 5/26 and Public Act # assigned 6/1. They quietly pushed this one through and no one knew about it ahead of time to stop it.
· HB 6560 – Authority to Set Municipal Fees & Fines
· Municipal Authority to set fines and fees for actual cost of doing business over and above statutory fees

**  Died in the House but the fee schedule we originally introduced to the Finance Committee was requested and may be addressed the Special Session. 

· SB 951 – Neighborhood Protection – Foreclosures

· Provides for a $100 Registration Fee payable to the municipality

**  Passed by House & Senate, as amended by 9329 & 9375 - Needs To be Signed by  Governor 
· HB 6114 – Disclosure of Historic District Designations
· The adopted bill provides for a statement that information concerning village districts and historic districts may be obtained from the municipality's village or historic district commission.  The original version named the town clerk for the distribution.
**  Passed in House & Senate  - Needs To be Signed by  Governor
