Dear Document Preparer,

In the 2009 session of the Connecticut General Assembly, Section 7-34a of the State Statutes was amended by SB 891 to add new language in subsection (f).  The original intent was to provide for an additional $10 recording fee until 7/1/2011 upon the recording of the first page of a land record document.  This would bring the total recording fee for the first page of a document to $53.00.  

This bill is effective upon passage, which means it will be effective as soon as the Governor signs it or if left unsigned, 15 days after the Governor receives it.  There also seems to be a concern that the legislation as written may provide for an additional $40 fee instead of $10, so this point may have to be clarified in the Special Session.  Since we are unsure at the present time of the actual effective date as well as the final interpretation of the language regarding the fee, we can only make you aware that a change in the recording fee is imminent within the next 20 to 45 days.  

To aid in the dissemination of this information to all interested parties, the Connecticut Town Clerks Association has setup an eNotify section on their website that allows a person to signup to receive an email for items posted in certain categories.  One of those categories is land records.  

In the future, instead of each individual town enclosing notices like this one with returned land records to inform you about changes in fees, programs, hours, etc., we will be utilizing the eNotify system.  If you signup today, when the final fee language interpretation and effective date of the above legislation is determined, you will receive an email notification.
