Since 2006, the Society of American Archivists has encouraged organizations holding archival records to celebrate National Archives Month every October. Generally State Archivists have obtained proclamations or official statements designating October as Connecticut Archives Month. The Connecticut State Library has obtained these several times in the past and will continue to do so.
Archives Month celebrations typically include exhibitions, lectures, tours of archival operations, photo sharing events, and workshops on caring for photos or personal papers. If your organization has not yet planned an Archives Month event, it is not too late to get in on the action.
