· Over the years, this department went from ZERO computers (1991) to a complete computerization of office functions.
· Rec’d. Competitive grant of $50,000 from the Connecticut State Library and began a records management program to eventually include other town departments. 
· Deacidified, microfilmed and preserved vital Birth records from 1852-1937.

· Microfilmed & scanned all vital Marriage & Death records from 1906- current.  Military Discharges have been indexed, vol & paged, and put into land record binders from 1945 to current for easier access.
· Re-organized, re-formatted and updated our Municipal Code.
